Narrow Vein Systems:
Grades Increase with Depth

The BK Zone, like other mineralized structures in the Bralorne
complex, is a typical narrow vein system with high grades. The
vein pinches and swells and mineralization can be sporadic.
However, veins of this type were mined profitably for many years
at Bralorne. Most importantly, the grades increased with depth.

Combined Ore from Both Veins
Leading to Start-up

Material from the BK and Taylor veins will be combined

to amass the 30,000 tons desired for mill start-up. Milling
could begin in late 2010, beginning at 120 tons per day and
increasing to 280 tons per day.

Bralorne Mine Background

The Bralorne Mine Property is unique because it is one of
Canada’s major gold deposits that produced a very significant
amount of gold over 40 years of a historic mine life. The mine
never ran out of gold mineralization at depth and the grade of
the ore did not decrease.

The mine closed in 1971 because the operation became
uneconomic when the gold price was fixed at $US35 per
ounce and costs rose incrementally due to increasing mining
depths. The mine would not have closed under the current
economic conditions.

Little if any exploration was done historically because it was
unnecessary — the veins and gold ores persisted at depth and
all that was required was to develop successively lower mine
levels. Since the mine closed, all of the exploration programs
on the property have resulted in discoveries, the most recent
of which was the BK Zone in 2007-2008.
